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ARTICLE I
Name
The name of this organization shall be the Round Rock High School Cheerleader Booster Club

ARTICLE II
Purpose
The purpose of this organization is:
Section 1.	Build and maintain an organization which in cooperation with those in charge of the Cheerleaders, will help promote the activities and further the total educational experience of these RRHS Cheerleaders.  This organization will not conflict in any way with any RRISD Board policy or administrative rules which regulate the Cheerleader’s program at RRHS.

Section 2.	To lend all possible support, both moral and financial to the RRHS Cheerleaders.

Section 3.	To cooperate with the District Administration, school officials, U.I.L. and sponsors in the support of all aspects of the Cheerleading program.

Section 4.	Encourage and maintain an enthusiastic interest by parents and community members participating in the various activities of the Cheerleaders.

Section 5.	Support fund raising activities, promote scholarship, excellence in cheer and dance, encourage high moral standards and encourage school spirit within the Cheerleaders.

ARTICLE III
Membership
Section 1.	There shall be two classes of membership in the Booster Club.  Active members and Associate members.
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A) Active membership is the only voting membership category.  This is open to parents and/or legal guardians of active members of the cheerleaders.
B) Associate membership is open to any individual who is interested in supporting the activities of the Booster Club and has a genuine interest in the promotion of the Cheerleaders as an organization.
1. Any patron who provides financial support for the Cheerleaders as will become an associate member of the Booster Club.
2. Associate members are ineligible to vote as a member or to hold any office in the Booster Club.  Associate members may be designated to serve on appropriate committees.
Section 2.	The term of active membership will be from the Monday following cheerleader selection until twenty four hours before the cheerleader selection for the following school year.  The executive board will continue to act as ex-officio members until a new executive board is in place.  In this interim period, they have the authority to appoint, if necessary, to fill any officer vacancy.  Any Active member who becomes an Associate member as a result of graduation or the cheerleader selection process will continue as an Associate member until graduation.

Section 3.	The Principal of the school and the Sponsors of the Cheerleaders will be considered ex-officio members of this organization.

ARTICLE IV

Dues
Annual dues will be determined at the first general meeting at the suggestion of the Booster Club Executive Board and approved by the general membership.
ARTICLE V
Membership Meetings

Section 1.	Meetings of the Booster Club shall be held on the second Monday of each month unless that is in conflict with school holidays, or one is deemed unnecessary by the Executive Board.  There must be at least five meetings held of the general membership each year.
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Section 2.	Special meetings may be called by the President by notifying Booster Club members and ex-officio members.

Section 3.	A majority of the Active members present at a meeting shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE VI

Officers – Election of Officers

Section 1.	
A) Officers of this organization shall be the President, First and Second Vice Presidents, Secretary, Treasurer, and Recorder/Historian.
B) Officers shall be elected annually at the first general meeting following the selection of cheerleaders and shall assume their duties at the close of the May meeting, and serve until the next annual election of officers is held.
C) A person shall not be eligible to serve more than two consecutive terms in any one office.
D) To be considered for an elected office, a candidate shall be any active member of the chapter, and shall have indicated a desire to serve as an officer.
Section 2.
A) There shall be a nominating committee appointed by the President consisting of five active members.  This committee shall be appointed after the selection of cheerleaders has been held.  Every reasonable effort shall be made to include representation for all grade levels represented on the three cheerleading squads at RRHS. (The Cheerleader Sponsors may serve as advisors.)
B) The nominating committee shall report one candidate for each office at the May meeting.  In the event that the nominating committee wishes to offer up more than one candidate for an office, they must seek approval from the Executive Board.
1) A phone committee will inform the Cheerleaders’ parents of the proposed slate of officers prior to the May meeting.
2) The slate of officers must be Active members of the booster club.
3) It is suggested that every reasonable effort be made to include in the slate of officers parents who represent all three cheerleading squads at RRHS.
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ARTICLE VIII
Committees
The President, with the approval of the Executive Board shall appoint standing and special committees and their chairperson as may be required.

ARTICLE IX
Executive Board
Section 1.	The Executive Board shall be composed of the elected officers of the Booster Club, the Sponsors of the Cheerleaders, and the Principal or designee of RRHS.
Section 2.	The Executive Board shall transact necessary business in the intervals between regular meetings.
Section 3.	The Executive Board, Sponsors, and Principal shall have the supervision, control, and direction of the affairs of the Booster Club.  They shall determine its policies or changes therein, within the limit of these by-laws, and they shall actively prosecute its purposes and have discretion in the disbursement of its funds.  Any expenditure shall require two signatures of elected officers of the Executive Board who have authorized signature authority as granted by the Executive Board.
Section 4.	Regular meetings may be held monthly as called by the President.
Section 5.	A majority of the members of the Executive Board constitute a quorum.
ARTICLE X
Parliamentary Authority
Robert’s Rules of Order, Revised, shall govern this organization in all cases which they are not in conflict with these by-laws.

ARTICLE XI
Amendments
Section 1	These by-laws may be amended by a two thirds vote of the active members present at any regular Booster Club meeting, provided the proposed amendment has been submitted in writing at the previous Booster Club meeting.
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Section 2.	A committee may be appointed to submit a revised set of by-laws as a substitute for the existing by-laws only by a majority vote at a meeting of the organization, or by a majority vote of the Executive Board.  The requirement for adoption of the revised set of by-laws shall be the same as in the case of an amendment.
Section 3.	An operating fund shall be carried forward each year.  The fund balance shall be determined by the Executive Board.  A fund balance will be maintained each year after all known reserves for approved operations expenses from the previous school year have been taken.  This Fund Balance amount may increase from year to year, but may only decrease from the previous school year if that amount is approved by two thirds vote of active members present at a posted meeting of the Booster Club where this action item is reflected in the agenda.  This procedure shall be observed on each occurrence of the need to decrease the Fund Balance.  Under no circumstances may the fund balance be less than $500.00.
Section 4.	Booster Club monies shall be deposited into a checking account as determined by the Executive Board.

ARTICLE XII
The Booster Club shall operate as a non-profit organization, and no part of its assets shall inure to any individual member.  All net earnings shall go towards the projects of the Cheerleaders.  In the event this organization is dissolved, the Executive Board shall designate the disbursement of all funds of the Booster Club in accordance with the laws governing non-profit organizations.  Proper disposition of the monies would be in accordance with the Round Rock School District’s Booster Club Guidelines.
